Customers in our industry are our residents who live here - they are encouraged and reminded to wear masks whenever
in common spaces, within 6 feet of other residents, when going to appointments or traveling unit to unit. All visitors will
be screened by Ideal Staff before entry in any areas on campus, including indoor and outdoor visitation locations. Per
guidance, an indoor visitation area will be used, under certain limited circumstances, such as inclement weather. Visits
will be monitored by Ideal staff for the duration of the visit, to assure compliance with the rules of distancing and masking
as they are applicable. An outdoor space has been arranged to accommodate social distancing, as well as a

Six-foot markers are near the time clocks. Masks are required for entry to the building. Staff education on social

distancing, masking, and hand-hygiene regularly occurs. Furniture in all common areas and outdoor locations have
been rearranged to maintain the six-foot distance required.

We have a bin of clean masks available on each unit so
they can be replaced as often as necessary. All staff have been educated by Nursing Leadership and Infection Control -
staff meetings and written updates occur regularly regarding the importance of PPE utilization.

Surgical masks are stored in bulk in our Storage Room. They are distributed daily at the screening location at the

A credentialing process exists for all
Special Task Aides who will perform this function, with the oversight of our Infection Control Nurse for anyone to work in
this role.

Screening includes a touch-free thermometer to measure temperature and a series of questions as follows:

A face mask is provided to each person performing the screening function. Temperatures are taken with a touch-less

device, minimizing the need for additional PPE. The PPE for the Special Task Aide / Screener role is accounted for in
our campus usage, and UHS procurement maintains and sustains our supply.

While outdoor visitation is preferred, indoor visitation can be accomplished in a well-ventilated
common space with no more than 9 individuals who are appropriately socially distanced and wear a facemask or face
covering while in the presence of others. Effective March 30, 2021, contact visitation can be allowed in certain
circumstances: 1) the Facility is open to in-person visitation; 2) the RESIDENT has completed their vaccination series at least
two weeks prior to visitation; 3) both resident and visitor wear a close fitting face mask over nose and mouth at all times; 4)
that hand hygiene is performed by both resident and visitor prior to and following the visitation.
